I. Opening Prayer and Call to Order

E. There have been many visitors from St. Sophia’s Greek Orthodox Church because of their parish’s loss off pastor as a result of retirement. Parish council is encouraged to welcome the visitors but not to try and “recruit” them but to simply welcome them in fellowship and love.

F. Two weddings have been scheduled for 2018 for couples that are not St. Anthony’s parishioners.

G. Thanks to Jennifer Baine, Tina Gilson and Yevgeny Ponomarev for their service on the parish council. Fr. Leo looks forward to a successful year with the new members of the council.
